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Key Talking Points for State and Regional Associations

Key Talking Points for Discussions with MPs /Local Media
· Australian wine is a regional success story, but we’re at a crossroads. Our sector drives economic activity, supports thousands of jobs, and is a key contributor to regional communities. But without targeted support, many businesses will struggle to stay viable.
· The industry is under serious pressure. Wine businesses are dealing with rising energy, freight, and labour costs, as well as ongoing trade uncertainty. We need smart policy decisions to help stabilise the sector.
· Expanding exports is critical. Our wine producers need better access to global markets to reduce oversupply and strengthen demand for Australian wine. That’s why we’re calling for a $78 million investment over three years in an export market stimulus package.
· Sustainability is not optional—it’s urgent. Without intervention, vineyard abandonment could become a major issue, leading to biosecurity threats and long-term economic damage. A $30 million sustainability support package would help keep vineyards productive and protect our wine regions.
· Wine tourism is a major economic driver, and we need to harness it. A $20 million domestic marketing campaign could drive more visitors to wine regions, boost cellar door sales, and help local economies thrive. Investing in wine tourism is a win-win for regional Australia.

Three Key Recommendations from AGW’s Pre-Budget Submission
Recommendation 1: Invest $78 million over three years in an export market stimulus to increase global market presence and reduce oversupply.
Recommendation 2: Invest $30 million in a sustainability support package to prevent vineyard abandonment, biosecurity threats, and long-term land devaluation.
Recommendation 3: Invest $20 million in a domestic marketing campaign to drive food and wine tourism in Australia, increase domestic sales, and support regional economies.
